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Daniel Kornhauser is a Computer Science PhD Candidate at Northwestern University. His interest includes the creation of tools and guidelines to facilitate complex system perception and visualization. He previously worked in the breaching the Digital Divide during his Masters at the MIT Media Laboratory and while working at TELMEX a leader in Latin-American telecommunication industry. He has been involved in a wide array of computational educational software and hardware projects. For example, he created Computer Assisted Design software for copper craftsmen and he has developed educational robotic technologies.
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William Rand is a postdoctoral research fellow in the Northwestern Institute on Complex Systems (NICO).  His interests include the methodology of agent-based modeling, social network analysis and evolutionary computation.  Dr. Rand’s dissertation, completed at the University of Michigan, concerned the use of genetic algorithms in dynamic environments.
